 Tea/Coffee/Soft Drinks 

     DIRECTLY AFTER SOUND CHECK (OR AS NEAR AS POSSIBLE TO)  
 

A hot meal as served to the guests for the band members (1 Vegetarian) + DJ (if applicable)  
 
Please Note: The band can not perform properly on a full stomach, they will require their 
meals AT LEAST 2 HOURS prior to performance without exceptions.

Beat Street International are not aiming to become honouree members of the 
Oliver Reed appreciation society, however the following beverages would be 
appreciated. If preferred arrangements can be made with the venue manager for a 
‘band tab’ to be set up at the bar. 

 A selection of soft drinks 
 12 small bottles of cold still water for the stage 
 1 case (24 bottles) of premium chilled bottled beer (Becks or Stella Artois) 
 1 x bottle of rose wine 
 1 x bottle of white wine 

 

BAND ROOM REQUIREMENTS 
 
Beat Street International do not ask for a luxury suite with views of the 
countryside however, clean, dry, private and secure changing and recreation facilities 
are a necessary requirement of the band for all engagements.  
 
Please Note: (as an example) If the band were offered or expected to use a broom 
cupboard, toilet block or a kitchen store room as an alternative to the above, they 
would not be in a very happy state of mind.  
 
It is essential to the performance that the band members have a suitable place to relax 
for what is often several hours before show time. The band members are professionals 
and expect to be treated as such.
